Sponsored Walk Friday 27 September 2013

The sponsored walk is a well-established tradition of the school and takes place every two years.  The funds raised contribute to the School Fund and to charity. Our sponsored walks in the past have proved to be popular and enjoyable events and have contributed greatly to the charity fund raising activities of the school as well as to the health and well-being of the young people and staff taking part.  

The School Fund also supports a wide variety of extra-curricular activities for pupils – from costs and equipment for sports teams, to backing for School Shows, financial support for individual pupils in pursuit of excellence in sport or the arts and the costs of the School Awards Ceremony. Each House Group, as in past years, will be given a share of the funds raised to support a charitable project of the pupils’ choice.

This year the Sponsored Walk has been arranged for Friday 27 September on a route from the School via Donmouth and from there by the beach to Balmedie and return. School buses will pick up pupils at Donmouth, which will be the completion point of the walk. Local pupils may walk home from there.  The distance is about 20 kilometres. The school timetable will be suspended for the day to allow and encourage all pupils and staff to take part.

Pupils always look back upon their experience of the Sponsored Walk as one of the most memorable events of their schooldays. Great care will be taken to ensure the highest standards of safety and supervision throughout the day. The tidal conditions for 27 September are favourable although good weather on the day will be necessary for safety and enjoyment. If it is clear that weather conditions will be poor an early decision will be made to cancel.

Provision will be made for the education in the school for any non-participants.

On each of the last two occasions a sum of over £5,000 was raised and we are trying to reach that target again. If individual pupils set and achieve a personal target of a minimum of £10 in sponsorship that target should be reached – indeed overtaken.
